< Abstract
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The Fed Funds Target Rate was hiked 4 times in 2018, up to 2.25-
2.5% range. The FOMC hiked its rate 9 times since Dec 2015.
The FOMC signaled a lower economic forecast and implied 2
hikes instead of 3 hikes in 2019. Part of market prediction came
true and gold was supposed to turn stronger.

President Trump tried to transfer domestic conflicts to foreign
countries through the trade war. If the trade war turns to a long-
term confrontation, it may lead to a global economic slowdown or
even recession.

If the EU and the UK could reach a withdrawal agreement, EUR
and GBP would be supported and USD would go down which can

make gold rise.
